Alexandria Synthesis
First of all, we should remember that presentations done during Alexandria workshop must be considered as experiences and not as models for our Egyptian colleagues. 

As a matter of fact, we have a limited knowledge of: Research and Innovation in Egypt, initiatives regarding Transfer Technology and Business Creation as well as local and national background in general. 
Proposals
· Implement at a national level an association equivalent to CURIE Network in France, BLEU Network (Relations Office companies-University) in Quebec or AUTM (Association of University Technology Managers) in the USA, ProTon Europe (the European Knowledge Transfer Association, created in 2003 by the European Commission and self supporting since 2007),…
· Have a regional conference annually combined to a technology forum, perhaps including the Gulf region as well as North Africa countries. 

· Attract or be attractive for the industry. It might be important also to hold regular meetings between university and industry actors in order to ascertain their needs and adjust their technological and scientific offers. 

· Encourage responsibles to implement attractive measures so as to boost researchers’ involvement in that promotion and transfer dynamics (eg: innovation law, profit-sharing system for researchers, equivalence between scientific papers and patents,…)

· Implement and structure in each university, of whom University of Alexandria, departments of promotion, technology transfer and incubation (dissemination and management of information, support to researchers, success stories promotion,…) getting involved corresponding human resources
· Implement training courses for students and trainers as well  (Intellectual property, Intellectual protection rights, Patent, Software, Copyright, Non Disclosure agreement, Material transfer agreement, information of management tools, technical and scientific papers, university-company partnership…)
· Create a Technology Transfer Network on the basis of workshop participants; to open then to other universities and other organizations. 

· Develop a common website for this network.  
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
